And some
are English-speaking adults who have never learned to read, and now choose to do
so. All of our learners acquire the emotional, intellectual , and physical capacity and
commitment necessary to be life-long learners.

Since creating human capital is the most effective and sust@nable form of economic
development, our learners, their families, their employer s, and the communities in
which they live all benefit.
